The Warren County Library District was established by a vote of the people on April 7,
1959, with a tax levy of $0.1000 (ten) cents per $100 of assessed valuation. In
compliance with laws affecting genera reassessment, this tax-ceiling rate was rolled
back. 1n 2010 the tax levy rate was $0.0672 cents per each $100 of assessed valuation.

The proposed tax levy of $0.0680 per $100 of assessed valuation on the above sum will
produce $352,388 in revenue from the property tax as set forth in the annual budget.
Approximately $3,730 of this tax revenue is due to an increase in assessed value as a
result of new construction and improvement and $89 (0.0255%) as a result of
reassessment.
